Soldier Uno: [Whispers] Yeah, quiet! 
 
[SOLDIERS UNO Y DOS begin marching in circles on stage.  
This part should be a lot of ad lib saying things like “This is 
stupid” or “I’m getting dizzy” just silly stupid things for 
while until it is time for the walls to fall down.  If you get stuck 
on your ad lib then it’s probably time for the wall to fall down.] 
 
[Both whispering until after yell] 
Soldier Dos: This is it… the seventh time. 
Soldier Uno: Think it’ll work? 
Soldier Dos: We’re about to find out, there’s the finish. 
Soldier Uno:  Okay… here we go…!!! 

 
[SOLDIERS UNO Y DOS yell as loud as they can with their 
mouths open as wide as they can and eyes closed for about 15 
seconds.  They stop and there is dead silence as they look 
around waiting to see what will happen.  After a little pause.] 
 
Soldier Dos: See I told you this wasn’t going to work. 
Soldier Uno: What were they thinking.  This wouldn’t 

have worked in a mill…  
 
[They both begin to shake pretending that the wall is falling 
down.  Both start to yell again for another few seconds.  Falling 
on ground optional.  After shaking and yelling another slight 
pause and look of disbelief. Then.] 
 
Soldier Dos: See I told you this would work!   
Soldier Uno: I knew all along God was gonna come 

through!  And to think you were worried!
